The Bible 

Bible is from a Greek word meaning books. There are 66 Books in the Bible: 39 Books in the Old Testament (written in Hebrew & Aramaic and known as the Hebrew Bible or Text) and 27 Books in the New Testament (the second major division of the Christian Bible written in Greek Text) King James Version as not finished until 1611.AD.    
Genesis – “The Beginning”: Author- Moses 
 
In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth. Genesis 1:1 (KJV)


First Book of Bible (Part of the first five books known as the Pentateuch or Torah)  

{Providing a universal setting for GOD’S revelation and introducing basic biblical teachings}   

Creation

HE is the uncreated Spirit who is the origin of all things, who elected and redeemed a people and provided for them eternal salvation through His Son, Jesus Christ. 

Exodus – “Exit/Departure”: Author- Moses [Exodus 17:14]

Time frame: c 1449 BC [I King 6:1] 

The second book of the Pentateuch 


The Book of Exodus lays foundational theology in which GOD reveals

HIS Name, HIS Attributes, HIS Redemption, HIS Law and how HE is to be Worshiped. 
- GOD’S Divine Redemptive Act 

Note: How the Israelite ended up in Egypt 
The Bondage of the people of God foretold to Abraham [Genesis 15:7]

The Story of Joseph [Genesis 37- Exodus 1:22]
Now there arose up a new king over Egypt, which knew not Joseph. Ex 1:8 (KJV)


Another Promise given by Joseph for Israel’s deliverances [Genesis 50:24]
Moses – God raises a deliverer miraculously for His oppressed people [Exodus 2]
The Burning Bush – The Call on Moses life to deliver GOD’S people [Exodus 3]

And the angel of the LORD appeared unto him in a flame of fire out of the midst of a bush: and he looked, and, behold, the bush burned with fire, and the bush was not consumed. Ex 3:2 (KJV)

The Ten Plagues – The War between Moses, Pharaoh, and GOD 
Water To Blood, Frogs, Lice, Flies, Death Of Cattle, Boils, Hail & Fire,
Locusts, Darkness, Death Of First Born. [Exodus 7:14 -11:10]
The Passover – Deliverances of GOD’S people from Egypt’s Bondage [Exodus 12]
12For I will pass through the land of Egypt this night, and will smite all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, both man and beast; and against all the gods of Egypt I will execute judgment: I am the LORD. Ex 12:12 (KJV)

Lesson: God delivers us from oppression but deliverance leads to responsibility on the part of God's people. 
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
